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Library Dedication Commemorates Fr. 
Gorentz  
J.P. Brunke    
 
 Every chaplain that has 
been appointed to the Newman 
Center has left an indelible mark, 
be it Fr. Phirman who first started 
the Newman Center at WSU, or 
Fr. Joubert who oversaw the con-
struction of the current facilities, 
or Fr. Conley who resurrected 
and popularized the “Newman 
School of Thought.” The impact 
of chaplains has been so vital 
and crucial to the history of the Newman Center, it 
has not only formed young college students but pro-
vided them a foundation of Catholicism that has un-
doubtly prepared them for life. The impact that these 
chaplains make may not always been seen right 
away, but in time, people have come from far and 
wide to show their appreciation. I have seen this 
most recently this past summer when the class re-
unions of Bishop Conley and Msgr. Carr were each 
attended by well over 75 alumni who traveled from 
as far as California to be present.   
 The impact that Fr. Joseph C. Gorentz made 
is no different. In 1974, Fr. Gorentz became the 6th 
Pastor of St. Paul Parish/Newman Center. In 1978, 
he was diagnosed with cancer and after a five-
month battle, passed away on Jan. 10, 1979, at the 
youthful age of 42.  
 In his short time at the Newman Center, Fr. 
Gorentz started the “Newman School of Thought,” 
later resurrected by Fr. Conley. Fr. Gorentz formed 
lasting relationships and inspired holiness both 
through his preaching and his example. An editorial 
after his death said that Fr. Gorentz was, “devoted 
to the brievary, the rosary, and spiritual reading” and 
“constantly encouraged his parishioners to live lives 
of love for the Revealed Word of God, Jesus Christ, 
and of loyalty to the Catholic Church as the guard-
ian of that Revelation.”  
 So influential and profound was his example 
that at least three vocations have been directly cred-
ited to Fr. Gorentz. Father James Billinger, a priest 
of Wichita said of his time as a student, “more than 
any activities during those years, I remember Father 
Gorentz…. He was my main inspiration for consider-
ing, and eventually entering, the priesthood.” Fr. 
Hemborough of St. Louis limited his involvement at 
the Newman Center to playing pool and going to 
Mass on Sundays; however he recalled the non-
threatening and non-judgmental persistence Fr. 

Gorentz had in inviting him to become more in-
volved. Fr. Hemborough’s only regret is that he was 
unable to thank for Fr. Gorentz for that persistence. 
One of the more personal influential vocations came 
with Sister Mary Ann I.H.M. Sr. Mary Ann remem-
bers fondly Fr. Gorentz’s time here as her spiritual 
director during her noviate (he was the chaplain for 
the IHMs) and how he gave her her religious name. 
She recalls looking down at him the day before he 
died: “What was so beautiful about looking on that 
face and seeing him in so much pain and going from 
kind of semi-consciousness to focusing his eyes on 
me, was that I had just looked into the eyes of 
Christ.” Sr. Mary Ann then took a personal vow al-
ways to carry the name Fr.  Gorentz had given her. 
 But this is only one facet of why we remem-
ber Fr. Gorentz. We remember Fr. Gorentz the 
scholar, an “avis reader of books, magazines, and 
newspapers...well versed in philosophy and theol-
ogy...knowledgeable about famed thinkers and writ-
ers of the past and the present” (as found in the arti-
cle previously quoted).  
 During his time here as Chaplain, Fr. Gor-
entz believed it important and wished to build a 
Catholic library for students, but died before it could 
be completed. However, as stated in the “Newman 
Notes” of Jan. 1979, “In honor and Memory of Fr. 
Joe a special Memorial fund has been established 
at St. Paul Newman Center with immediate priority 
being given to the development of our Center’s li-
brary.” Through Fr. Gorentz’s private collection and 
the endowment set up for him, the library was com-
pleted and named the Cardinal Newman Library.  
 In the summer of 1982, Fr. Gronert, then a 
seminarian with a master in library science, organ-
ized the books and cataloged them.  
 More than twenty students, parishioners, 
alumni, and friends attended the dedication. We 
were blessed to have Buddy Gorentz, Fr. Joe’s 
nephew, and his wife Patti come all the way from 
Pittsburg for the dedication and to share his memo-
ries of Fr. Gorentz. To hear his thoughts, please 
visit our website and go to “podcasts.”

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No Place Like It

 “Home” is not a word to be used lightly, but 
that is what St. Paul Parish/Newman Center tries to 
be for what is perhaps Wichita’s most unique com-
munity. As a parish, St. Paul’s is home to parishion-
ers of all ages and walks of life, from families to sin-
gle persons, young adults to, well, highly experi-
enced adults. Its true uniqueness, however, stems 
from the fact that, in addition to its varied parishion-
ers, the parish also serves as Wichita State Univer-
sity’s Newman Center, making it a home to many of 
the campus’s Catholic students. Although these stu-
dents may attend other parishes on weekends, dur-
ing the summers, or before and after their time at 
the university, during the school week, St. Paul’s is 
their spiritual home. 
 The Newman Center has served this unique 
role for decades, always adapting to new pastors, 
new eras, and, of course, new students. Many of its 
activities have become long-standing traditions, 
such as the back-to-school Ice Cream Social on the 
first Sunday after classes begin and the Dollar 
Lunch Thursdays when students are treated to a 
home-cooked hot meal for only one dollar. Some, 
such as the men’s club parties or the couples’ 
bridge nights, have been lost; others have adapted 
with the changing community (the Newman School 
of Catholic Thought mini-conferences are echoed in 
Wednesday nights’ Catholicism Exposed encoun-
ters); and still others have been recently introduced. 
 One such new facet is the Four Pillars of the 
Newman Center. These pillars represent goals and 
guidelines for the spiritual development of the stu-
dents, correlating loosely to students’ four years at 
WSU. The pillars build on each other, leading stu-
dents from building relationships with each other 
(Hospitality), through building a relationship with 
God (Prayer, Formation), to ultimately giving of 
themselves to bring others to God (Service). As 
WSU senior Lance Reichenberger puts it, “No other 

student group forms you to be a whole person like 
the Newman Center.” For Lance, weekly volleyball 
games, volunteer work opportunities, and Catholic 
spiritual activities make St. Paul’s his “second 
home.” 
 These pillars are not only for the students, of 
course. Every parishioner at St. Paul’s is involved in 
upholding the principles. For long-time parishioner 
Anne Calovich, the opportunities for hospitality were 
a blessing. “I loved working as a hospitality minister 
at the morning Mass,” she says. “It’s important to 
me to be able to meet people, to see their needs 
and respond to them.” Although she more regularly 
attends the Latin Mass at St. Anthony’s now, Anne 
has stayed involved at the Newman Center, coordi-
nating the parish prayer line. 
 Students are not the only persons from 
Wichita State’s campus to venture into the Newman 
Center. Dr. Kathy Perez of Sociology has been in-
volved with St. Paul’s since she began teaching at 
the university twenty-six years ago. For her, the 
Newman Center provides a place to develop rela-
tionships. “It’s important to me that students see me 
at Mass and around the church,” she says, “that 
they know they’re not alone in the academic world.” 
Kathy still offers herself to St. Paul’s as the female 
faculty advisor, a resource to help students negoti-
ate the bureaucracy of the university. “It’s good for 
students to have someone they can trust to turn to,” 
she says. 
 The Newman Center’s influence on WSU 
does not end with the faculty, either. Newman Cen-
ter parishioners and alumni (also called New-
manites) are present all over campus, including Ath-
letics Director Eric Sexton, Dental Hygiene Clinical 
Supervisor Barbara Gonzalez, and many others. 
These alumni still return to St. Paul’s to preserve for 
future students the home that allowed them so 
much growth and brought them so many close and 
lasting friendships. “That’s one reason I think this 
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summer’s reunion with Bishop Conley was so suc-
cessful,” Kathy Perez speculates. “He developed 
lifelong friendships with the students at St. Paul’s 
while he was pastor. There needed to be an oppor-
tunity to renew those connections while he was in 
town.”  
 Father James Billinger expressed the same 
sentiment regarding his relationship with the pastor 
during his time as a student. “More 
than any activities during those 
years, I remember Father Gor-
entz,” he says. “He was my main 
inspiration for considering, and 
eventually entering, the priest-
hood.” Although he attended semi-
nary in Kentucky and Maryland, 
Fr. Billinger returned to Wichita to 
make it his home, “mostly because of the relation-
ships I had with the community of priests and with 
Fr. Gorentz.” 
 Long-time secretary for St. Paul’s, Barbara 
Knapp adds, “I have gotten more out of my encoun-
ter with Fr. Gorentz than out of anything except my 
marriage.” She also expresses a fondness for the 
Newman Center students, saying that she loved the 
Thursday Lunches “because the kids loved it so 
much.” The students’ cheerful, helpful natures en-
couraged her standing open-door policy, a small act 
of hospitality which the Newman Center has echoed 
on a large scale many times. From before the Lu-
theran students had built their student center and 
St. Paul’s opened its doors to share space with 
them, to this past summer when the parish hosted a 
group of northern Catholic students passing through 
Wichita on a service trip, St. Paul’s lives its hospital-
ity through its members. As for her becoming a 
member of the Newman Center, Barbara simply 
says, “God put me there.” 
 God has put many wonderful people at St. 
Paul’s through the years, truly blessing the commu-
nity. As the 2009 Newman Center welcomes a new 
pastor, a new school year and a new crowd of future 
alumni, parishioners and students continue building 
the relationships that make the parish special, in 
Wichita and in each Newmanite’s life.

No TV, No Radios, No iPods

   Those who walked 60 miles from Wichita to Pilsen 
to attend the annual Fr. Kapaun Day Celebration 
Sunday, June 7, did so as pilgrims, said Father Eric 
Weldon. 
   “We walked with Father Kapaun who gave his life 
for the Gospel as he served his brothers in a pris-
oner of war camp during the Korean War,” he said. 
“Fr. Kapaun was forced to walk 20 miles per day for 
14 days to reach the POW camp. We journeyed as 
pilgrims for 60 miles and three days with his cause 
for sainthood, our intentions, and our desire for holi-
ness in mind.” 
   Four pilgrims started the trip. The group picked up 
seven others along the way to participate in the 3 
p.m. Mass at St. John Nepomucene. For those who 
started in Wichita the pilgrimage was a three-day, 
two-night hike mostly taking lightly traveled roads. 
At night they pitched tents at farms of nearby Catho-
lic parishes. The farm families also fed the pilgrims. 
This year’s pilgrimage was a trial run, Father 
Weldon said, adding that he wanted to see how God 
blessed the journey before planning future pilgrim-
ages that would be publicized. 
   “It’s not a walk in the park. It was not a forced 
march. It is a spiritual journey,” he said. “Faith can 
never be the exclusive privilege of the mind or it will 
not long be the faith that moved mountains.” 
   The pilgrimage was a purification steeped in 
Catholic tradition, Fr. Weldon said. “It is a way to 
promote the cause of Father Kapaun, to pray for our 
own intentions with body, mind, and spirit.” 
   On the last leg of the trip, after crossing the 
Marion Reservoir Dam and venturing 
north up Quail Creek Road, Kale 
Kroupa exclaimed: “There it is! The 
church spire of St. John Nepoumo-
cene!” 
Seeing the spire five miles out, lifted 
our spirits tremendously, and over-
whelmed me, Fr. Weldon said. 
It looks as if the trial run was a suc-
cess – and received Bishop Michael 
O. Jackels blessing, so to speak. At 

the beginning and end of the Mass, Bishop Jackels 
acknowledged the pilgrims and called on Father 
Weldon to lead another pilgrimage next year. 
   In addition to Father Weldon, making part or all of 
the pilgrimage were Father’s brother-in-law Sgt 
Justin Thompson, David Slagel, Chris Stewart, Clint 
Schneider, Megan Sawyer, Lance Reichenberger, 
Kale and Mary Kroupa, J.P. and Audrea Brunke, 
Denise Bina. and her son Aaron. 
The pilgrims who started in Wichita, walked 20 miles 
the first day, 21 the second, and 16 on Sunday. 
Those walking weren’t too far from a supply van that 
carried water, food, and personal items. Assisting 
the pilgrims as van drivers were Maria Stewart, 
Joanne Weldon, and Mary Jirak taking a day each 
to drive. 
 
Vocations Alive! 
   We are pleased to announce, to 
the best of my Newman Center 
Research, that for the first time St. 
Paul Parish/Newman Center has a 
Seminarian who calls the Newman 
Center his home Parish. Jason 
Knauff attended WSU and upon 
graduating in 2002 with a double 
major in computer and electrical 
engineering, he continued to stay 
actively involved while out in the 
workforce. After six years of working Jason felt the
